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The Aga Khan Award for Architecture

The Aga Khan Award for Architecture was established in 1977 to enhance the understanding and appreciation of Islamic culture as expressed through architecture.  Its method is to seek out and recognise examples of architectural excellence, encompassing concerns as varied as contemporary design, social housing, community improvement and development, restoration, re-use and area conservation, and landscaping and environmental issues.

The Aga Khan Award for Architecture is organised on the basis of a calendar spanning a three-year cycle, and is governed by a Steering Committee chaired by His Highness The Aga Khan.  Prizes totalling up to US$ 500,000 – still the largest architectural award in the world - are presented every three years to projects selected by an independent Master Jury.  The Award has completed seven cycles of activity since 1977, and over seventy-five building projects have been recognised. Finalist 2001 & 2004.
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
